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PROVISIONAL ORDER
LAWS OF THE NEW SUDAN

THE FINANCIAL MANAGEMENT ACT, 2004.

An Act to Provide for the Establishment of Secretariat of Finance and

Economic Planning. Its financial functions and duties and any other matters
and issues related to or associated thervewith.

Be it issued by the Chaivman as follows:

CHAPTER ONE

PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS.

Section 1: Title and Commencement.

This Provisional Order may be cited as "The Financial Management Act, 2004" and shall
come into effect on the date of signature.

Section 2: Repeal and Saving.

1. All the Acts, Orders, Rules and Regulations pertaining to the establishment,
financial functions and duties of the Secretariat of Finance and Economic
Planning are hereby repealed.

2. Any acts done or orders issued in accordance with the provisions of the repealed
laws, orders, rules and/or regulations in sub-section (1) above, shall continue in
force till repealed or amended in accordance with the provisions of this Act.

Section 3: Definitions

In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, the following words and expressions
shall carry the meanings assigned to them:-

"Appropriation Act" is a law authorizing issue or payment of money from the

Consolidated Fund to meet CANS expenditure in accordance with the provisions of its
Consolidated Budget.

"Consolidated Fund" means the central account, maintained by Secretariat of

Finance and Economic Planning, in a bank for receiving public revenue and meeting
public expenditure.



"Consolidated Budget” means the National and Regional revenue and expenditure
within a financial year.

"Secretariat” means the Secretariat of Finance and Economic Planning.

"Commissioner"” means the Chief Executive in Charge of Secretariat of Finance and
Economic Planning.

"NEC" refers to the National Executive Council, the Executive Organ of CANS.
"CANS" refers to the Civil Authority of the New Sudan.

"NLC" refers to the National Liberation Coundil, the Legislative Organ of the New
Sudan.

"New Sudan"™ means the areas comprising of Bahr el Ghazal, Equatoria, Upper Nile,
Muba Mountains and Funj Regions.

"SPLM" refers to the Sudan People's Liberation Movement.
"Chairman” means the Chairperson of SPLM and CANS.

"Fiscal Year" means twelve calendar months usually associated with the beginning and
end of a finandal year.

CHAPTER TWO

-ESTABLISHMENT, FUNCTIONS AND DUTIES OF THE SECRETARIAT.

Section 4: Establishment of the Secretariat.

1. There shall be established in the New Sudan a Secretariat to be known as "the

Secretariat of Finance and Economic Planning”, hereinafter referred to as "the
Secretariat.”

2. The Secretariat shall, inter alia, under the authority of the National executive
Council (NEC), be responsible for the overall formulation, planning, development
and financial management of the New Sudan Consolidated Budget.
